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Our students consistently meet or exceed state and national averages on standardized tests including the
Measures of Academic Progress (NWEA), Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) and the American College
Test (ACT). In addition to national standardized tests and state assessments (Minnesota Comprehensive
Assessments I, Minnesota Basic Skills Tests), day-to-day observations and testing in the classroom are
also used to determine how students are achieving.

The ACT test is a nationally normed test used for college admissions.

MINNESOTA COMPREHENSIVE ASSESSMENTS II (MCA II)

In the past, our students have consistently scored above the state average on the MCA II.
Achievement levels increased each year as the school continued to strive toward improving
instruction thus enhancing student learning.
